A. Foundation
Type of foundation: Steel Reinforced Concrete Slab on grade.
Comments:
Grading and Drainage appear to be adequate.

B. Walls (Interior & Exterior)
Type & Material: Interior wall type: Drywall/sheetrock;
Exterior wall type: Brick,& some hardboard siding;
Comments:

No visible mold on wall surfaces.

The mortar is cracked and missing under the second floor bedroom window. The
masonry key-stones above the front windows are loose and missing mortar. These
areas should be re-mortared and sealed to prevent water intrusion. SEE PHOTO:

C. Ceilings & Floors
Type & Material: Ceiling Type: Drywall/sheetrock, on spaced joist framing,
Floor Type: Concrete slab with floor coverings;
Comments:

No visible mold on ceiling surfaces or in the attic above the Master bathroom ceiling
stain. The attic above the Master bedroom could not be accessed.

There are old roof leak stains on the ceiling of the master bathroom, the Family room
bay window ceiling and the center of the family room ceiling. These stains were tested
with a moisture meter and found to be as dry as the adjacent area which suggests that
the leaks are not active. No signs of past mold, or active mold growth in any of these
areas.

There are a/c drain pans in the attic that have leaked on to the ceiling below. The drain
lines should be insulated and “trapped” and kept clear of debris to drain properly. See
photo:

D. Roof
Type: Asphalt Composition
Comments:
Loose, lifting shingles noted on the North slope. All vent boots need replaced. The flue
pipes need to be sealed at the storm collars.

1. TESTING METHOD AND PROTOCOL
A. METHOD AND SAMPLE MEDIA USED
Comments:

Indoor humidity-49% and 75 degrees.

Outdoor humidity- 60% and 77 degrees.
No samples were taken. It is not necessary to take samples of stains.

Moisture testing of the stains was done with a Delmhorst pin type moisture meter and
found to be normal.

Humidity readings were taken with a Thermo-Hygrometer, and found to be normal

B. LOCATION, HISTORY, CONCLUSIONS
Comments:
The leak stains on the master bathroom ceiling is most likely from a plumbing vent pipe
that leaked into the attic and penetrated the tape joint, leaving a stain. Some of the
water ran across the ceiling to the edge where the wall meets the ceiling and left a
small stain near the wall.

It appears that the west a/c unit condensate drain pan leaked on to the attic floor then
ran down the ceiling joists and thru the plywood attic floor to the ceiling tape joints
below and left a stain.
The cause for the leak stain above the window of the LR bay window could not be
found, but appears to be a one-time event. When tested with a moisture meter, the
stain was found to be dry. See photo:

Recommendations :

No further testing for mold is needed at this time.
Repair all water leaks and water sources that have contributed to the stains.

The roof flashings should be replaced on the north side. Repair the leak or water source
at the roof vent pipe flashings. All old rubber flashings are deteriorated and should be
replaced.

The roof and ceiling should be monitored over time above the FR bay window stain.
The mortar in the front should be re-pointed.

The a/c drain lines should be trapped and insulated for the first 1-2 feet and monitored
closely over time for leaks.

Re-paint the stains with a fungicide-primer to stop the stain from penetrating thru the
new paint color.
